We have received your request for pre-clinic bloods for the above patient to be undertaken in our practice.
Unfortunately, there is not the resource in general practice to provide pre-clinic bloods routinely. There is a Local Enhanced Service (LES) for Pre-Chemotherapy Phlebotomy (a contractual arrangement between GP practices and the Health Board), which allows practices to arrange phlebotomy prior to a patient attending the chemotherapy outpatient clinic.  The LES has the appropriate resources attached to fund this service.  It would appear that you are requesting practices to provide a similar service, and if you require this service, we would suggest that you contact Dr John Nugent, Chairperson of the Enhanced Services and Quality & Outcomes Framework Workgroup, at Gartnavel Royal Hospital.  A Local Enhanced Service could then be considered by the Workgroup if there is an appropriate transfer of funding to allow this to happen.

Unfortunately until the appropriate resources are in place, we are unable to provide this service and would therefore ask if you could arrange for these bloods to be carried out by hospital staff.
